STUDIO POLICY 

Founded in August 2008, Bainbridge Studio actively promotes the creation, presentation and access to contemporary art practice through our Exhibition and Studio Programmes. The organisation is committed to widening access to contemporary art.  

Our key objective is to create a supportive and critical atmosphere to develop diverse artistic practices. 

Membership

Bainbridge studio provides individual studio spaces, as well as an open assess print facility for internal members. Both require monthly payments by standing order. 

External members support the organisation by paying an annual subscription and receive invitations to all previews and gallery discussions and quarterly updates on forthcoming exhibitions and events. Members also benefit from 20% discount from works bought from the gallery or open studios. 
Bainbridge Studio aims to showcase the achievements of its internal members.  We hold Open Studios and have an Annual Member’s exhibition within the gallery space as well accepting proposals from external candidates.

Applications

Applications for studios must be submitted by completing an application form with a current web address or CV and up to 6 images (Jpegs) of recent work. 

When a studio becomes available a review of the applicant list will take place and an offer of a internal membership will be given to the artist believed to best meet the studios artistic objectives.  

In the case of a shared studio, the suitability of the applicant will be further determined by the compatibility of the applicant with the existing member and their respective working practices.  

Studio members must sign and accept the terms of a letting agreement and studio policy. 

Equal opportunities  

Bainbridge Studio will not discriminate against eligible applications on the grounds of gender, marital status, race, nationality, ethnic background, national origin, religion, disability, or age.

Occupancy 

The letting fees of the individaul studios vary from studio to studio. Whereas key holder membership to the open access screen-printing has the set price of £150 per month. Studio members have 24-hour access to the building, the provision of electricity, and access to water and WC. 

Members are not permitted to sleep in studios.   

Studio Reviews

Studio reviews will take place every 6 months.  Studios will be reviewed in terms of usage, commitment to the organisation and compliance with the studios constitution and artistic aims.  Studio members who do not fulfil these aspects of the policy will be given 1 months notice on their letting agreement.
